                    Cyngor Cymuned Tregynon Community Council

Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on 11 September 2025 at 7.43pm. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), S. Williams, J. Shearer, H. Hulme, 
M. Watkin, D. Bumford and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Cllrs Breese and Morris had sent apologies, and Cllr Watkin had sent notification of predicted late arrival. There were no declarations of interest. Cllr Watkin arrived shortly after the start of the meeting.
Minutes of July 2025 ordinary meeting: These were read and accepted. Matters arising: Cllr Hulme confirmed that the property owners of Brickyard need an environmental report and that their planning application had been withdrawn.
Planning applications: None. Planning applications received after distribution of the agenda: 25/1199/FUL (Pond at Bron-Rhys); 25/1198/HH (Balcony at Bron-Rhys). The councillors decided to offer no comment.
Remembrance Sunday: The councillors considered the organizational requirements for the event. Clerk to confirm everything with Suzanne Edwards. The poppy blanket has been completed and looks good. The councillors concluded that the Church and the Knit and Natter group are working together on the installation. Clerk to order wreath.
Highways: The Dolymelinau road (U2391) is still poor. Cllr Yeomans to pursue the matter with Highways. The Chair reported that there are surprisingly few traffic problems currently but a car was turned over at New Mills bridge recently. The freshly-painted disabled signs at the community centre look really good and Cllr Hulme was commended for her input. Cllr Hulme acknowledged the very good work of her young assistant. Cllr Hulme to be reimbursed for her costs.  Clerk to report faded road signs across the ward. The Gerizim telephone box is yet to be painted and one battery for the flashing traffic sign is not functioning efficiently. Footpaths were discussed and it was confirmed that the county council’s footpath officer is involved in the footpath concerning the Penywaen path.
Bus shelter/amenity land: The new whiteboard is yet to be installed. Cllr Williams to speak to Dave about doing the installation. A bar has collapsed on the bridge between Cae Melyn and the amenity land. Clerk to write to footpaths officer about this. 
Health care funding in Powys: The clerk to Llandrindod Wells council has asked all community councils to write to the First Minister about funding. The councillors discussed the matter and decided not to send a letter.

Playground: Councillors confirmed that they had obtained pledges of funding for new equipment from a range of sources including the Adfa Wind Farm Trust and all the funding providers are to be thanked in due course when the new equipment is in place. Cllr Yeomans put forward that perhaps Wicksteed would allow payment in installments, as finding the funding in one payment is going to be tight for Tregynon council. Cemetery: The clerk reported that the insurers had indicated that a way forward has not yet been reached.
Finance: Current account: £33,633.47; Reserve: 16,444.13. Three invoices were presented: Arthur J Gallagher (insurance) £1246.43; One Voice Wales (membership subscription) £141.9160; R. Jones (Clerk’s fee and expenses (641.70). Cllr Hulme’s expenses were also presented and approved for payment. The cheques were approved by all and then signed by the Chair and Cllr Bumford. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation which was accepted. The clerk had also earlier distributed a mid-term budget review which the councillors had earlier considered during their discussion of the playground funding.
External reports: The parochial charities have held a meeting. 
Correspondence: Funding Fair, Monty club 24th October 11am-1pm. 

AOB: The school has asked for a councillor to be a representative on their board of governors. Clerk to let the school know that Cllr Yeomans, in his capacity as county council representative, also represents the community council. Cllr Watkin told the council about the new, acting headteacher at Caereinion High School.

For next agenda: Road markings and signs. Date of next meeting: 9th October 2025, after the Wind Farm Trust meeting.
