The Chair signed a repeat copy of the November 2025 minutes as the clerk could not find the original.

Minutes of March 2026 meeting: These were read and accepted. Matters arising: None.
Planning applications: None. Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: None.
Highways: Potholes and speeding are still of great concern. Clerk to write to Matt Perry and John Forsey. The recycling situation is causing confusion because of the new timetable. Some collections have been missed and there is a lot of plastic blowing around the village. A litter pick is to take place.
Cemetery: Clerk to ask Dave Vickers to cut down the stump. There are two more trees at the end of the cemetery that need to be cut down but this cannot take place until after the nesting season. Clerk to obtain quote in due course.
Playground: Cllr Hulme reported lots of litter and a missing fence part. Cllr Williams has removed a piece of safety fencing that the contractor had left behind. The grant-giving body that gave funding for the roundabout now requires details about how it has been spent. The councilors decided to go with the Wicksteed quote. Clerk to place the order.
Some remedial stonework needs to be done on the entrance to the playground. Cllr Hulme to liaise with Huw Owen about this.

Playing field/amenity land: Nothing to report. Clerk to apply for funding from parochial charities.
Whiteboards: The whiteboards have gone up in the bus shelter and look good. 
Finance: Current account: £422.81; Reserve: £16,537.30. Three invoices were approved for payment: Morgan Griffiths (payroll) £162.00; R. Jones (clerk’s fee and expenses) £636.00; Vision ICT (web hosting) £223.18. The cheques were signed by the Chair and Cllr Morris. The clerk had earlier distributed an end-of-year reconciliation which the councillors reviewed and accepted.
