Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on Thursday 12 March 2026 at 7.30pm. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), H. Hulme, T. Breese, M. Watkin, S. Williams, J. Yeomans, H. Morris, D. Bumford and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Apologies have been sent by Cllr Joy Shearer.
Minutes of February 2026 meeting: These were read and accepted. Matters arising: None.
Planning applications: (26/0173/HH: Extension and link at 10 Llys Melyn SY16 3EE). The councillors decided to offer no comment. Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: Upper Fachwen (26/0094/FUL). The councillors decided to offer no comment. Councillor Hume gave updates on some applications including the land to the rear of Oakview and it was reported that the shed is now down on that piece of land. Wood Cottage is subject to an SSSI and the pond at Bron Rhys is still outstanding.
Highways: Potholes are still of great concern. Some of the councillors had a site meeting recently with the north Powys Highways officer but he decided that the potholes are not serious enough to have work done on them. The county council has been doing work to get water off roads. councillor John Yeomans showed a pothole measurer. The fire hydrant at the pedestrian crossing in front of the school is leaking – Clerk to report this to Severn Trent. There is a leaning telegraph pole – Clerk to report this to BT. A footpath has been damaged by a vehicle.
Cemetery: The area is looking much better now that the trees have been cut down.
Playground: Two quotes have been received. There was some discussion about a suitable path for access to the roundabout. Chair to contact the various suppliers to discuss. Cllr Morris and/or Cllr Hulme to meet with Sovereign Playgrounds next week.
Playing field/amenity land: Nothing to report.
Whiteboards: There is an individual in the village who is very willing to maintain the whiteboards. Cllr William’s husband to put whiteboards up in the bus shelter.
Finance: Current account: £3740.81; Reserve: about £16512; the next reserve account statement is not due until next month. Two invoices were approved for payment: Vickers (tree work) £1650.00; One Voice Wales (subscription) £180.00. Following a request for a grant from the Community Centre, the councillors decided to give £1500.00. The cheques were signed by the Chair and Cllr Bumford.
External reports: The parochial charities are to hold a meeting. Correspondence: A county council online meeting to discuss community matters is to be held. The community centre people are looking for volunteers to do bar work during events.
