                    Cyngor Cymuned Tregynon Community Council

Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on Thursday 14 May 2026 at 7.30pm. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), H. Hulme, T. Breese, M. Watkin, 
S. Williams, H. Morris, D. Bumford, J. Shearer and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Cllr Yeomans had sent apologies. Cllr Hulme handed in a playground inspection sheet.
Minutes of April 2026 meeting: These were read and accepted with a spelling correction to Mr Forsey’s name. Matters arising: The litter pick went ahead. Cllr Bumford was thanked for his work. There is going to be a consultation with a representative from the county council regarding the recycling concerns.
Planning applications: P/26/0135/FUL (Dwelling at Bryn Afal). The councillors discussed this and decided to send the following comments:  1. Concern about water runoff onto adjacent properties; runoff from soakaways, especially as they are virtually level with the roofs of properties below; 2. Light loss to properties below; 3. Previous applications that had been dismissed but allowed after appeal but with conditions. 4. The councillors wish to ensure that the conditions are considered in the consideration of this new application; 5. That the narrow entrance is substandard.

Planning applications received after distribution of agenda: P/26/0224/HH (Old School House). The councillors supported this application.
Highways: A resident raised concerns about parking in Parc Hafod. The councillors noted that this was a police matter. Clerk to convey this to the resident. There is to be a diversion around the village for roadworks; a camper van has been parked for a long time at the side of the school. The fire hydrant appears to still be leaking, so this will be monitored. A water course was discussed. Clerk to write again to the householders with overgrown hedges encroaching onto the road. Cemetery: A stump has gone. Coping stones on wall to be dealt with in due course. The grass has been cut recently.
Playground: The new roundabout has been ordered. Cllr Watkin confirmed that the county council is happy with the way forward, having given a grant towards the roundabout. Some panels in the fence have been replaced but the entrance needs some improvement. Playing field/amenity land: The grass has been cut.
Finance: 
a. Current account: £8569.63; Reserve: approx. £16,537.30 (next reserve statement June). One invoice was approved for payment: Tregynon Community Centre (room hire) £33.00. The Chair and Cllr Bumford signed the cheques. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation which the councillors reviewed and accepted. 
b. The councillors approved the annual return and approved all the governance statements apart from the final statement about general power of competence.  The councillors did not consider that using public money for the clerk to complete an expensive training course was necessary or appropriate. The Clerk and Chair signed the annual return.
