Minutes of Tregynon Community Council’s meeting held on Monday 12 January 2026 at 7.30pm after Wind Farm Trust meeting. Present at start of meeting: Cllrs M. Davies (Chair), 
T. Breese, M. Watkin, D. Bumford, J. Shearer, S. Williams, H. Hulme and the Clerk Rachael Jones. Apologies had been sent by Cllrs Yeomans and Morris. There were no declarations of interest.
Minutes of November 2025 meeting: These were read and accepted with a small change – the date of the previous meeting was corrected. The Chair then signed the minutes. Matters arising: The Tyn y Ddol development was discussed briefly but deferred to later in the meeting. Cllr Breese queried the size of the cheque sent to Wicksteed but this was checked and it was correct.
Planning applications: 25/1874/LBC Internal and external alterations at Wood Cottage. The councillors offered no comment. Planning applications received after distribution of the agenda: None. The councillors decided to keep the land at the rear of Oak View under constant monitoring (OPDE/25/0308). Clerk to double check on application ref 25/1697/FUL.
Tyn y Ddol development: There was a discussion about the development. Plot 1 and Plot 5 are meant to be identical. Plot 4 is for sale. Certain applications to amend the plans did not come to Tregynon Council and the councillors are concerned that nothing now can be done about it.  Clerk to write to the planning about this.  Cllr Watkin observed that sheds have been put up adjacent to a bungalow at the New Mills end of the village. 

Highways: The pothole situation is really dire. Some have been filled but subsequently failed. The culvert at Ffrwd Wen has been repaired. Clerk to write to Highways to request that salt piles be put at the top of hills. It was noted that the village is looking untidy. Clerk to write to Highways to ask for a sweep through. The Penymaen Path issue is ongoing. The councillors noted that briars grow quickly on footpaths.
Cemetery: The quote from David Vickers was accepted. Clerk to confirm and to ask Mr Vickers to start as soon as possible.
Playground:.  Clerk to ask Wicksteed about the caps they said they would send. The cost of replacement baby swings and roundabout were discussed. 
Playing field/amenity land: Nothing.
Bangor/Aberystwyth Dental School plans: The councillors decided to support this proposal.
Finance: Current account: £8427.17; Reserve: 16,499.62. Two invoices were approved for payment: Community Centre (room hire) £38.00; Jeff Pughe (groundworks) £4200.00. The invoices were approved and then signed by the Chair and Cllr Watkin. The clerk had earlier distributed a bi-monthly reconciliation which was accepted. The precept for the forthcoming financial year was discussed. The councillors decided to request £20,000.
External reports: The parochial charities are to hold a meeting. Correspondence: None. 
AOB: Some discussion about salt boxes and their positions.
Matters for next agenda: Usual plus cemetery wall.
